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Institutions Utilizing the Targeted Divestment Model
While over one hundred universities, cities, and states have either divested or are considering doing so, not all of these institutions have passed the Sudan Divestment Task Force’s targeted divestment model. This model, developed in concert with foreign policy experts, private asset managers, legal counsel, and public pension funds, seeks to maximize divestment’s impact on the Sudanese regime, while minimizing any potential impact on Sudanese civilians and portfolio returns. The targeted model has gained ascendancy in recent months, as institutions have sought a means to dissociate from genocide while maintaining standards of financial prudence. The following is a list of states, cities, universities, and private asset mangers that have adopted the Task Force’s model.
